The Club will be presenting the NRA Basic Pistol
course on October 10 at 9:30 am. The course is limited
to 15 participants and advanced registration isre-
quired. A non-refundabl e registration fee of $25is
required and is applied to the cost of the course.

The cost for the course is $100 for non-members and
$85 for members.

The course is 8 hours long with time split between
classtime and range time.

Eye and ear protection, a suitable firearm, and 100
rounds of ammunition (minimum) is required. Ammu-
nition has to below 1200 fps velocity with no hollow
points, plus P, or +p+, and no magnum rounds.

A light lunch (pizza) will be provided around 1:30
am and hoagies will be provided around 6 pm.
